The goal of saving lives on Ohio’s Highways may not equate with the perceived need of jurisdictions served by the Ohio Highway Patrol for enhanced revenue that could be generated by aggressive traffic enforcement; and

Political jurisdictions have attempted directly and indirectly to bring pressure upon the Superintendent of the Ohio Highway Patrol to enforce a program that emphasized revenue enhancing aggressive enforcement of speed violations in lieu of a greater presence on roadways upon which dangerous driving has been the source of continuing fatalities, and 

Whereas:

           Colonel Paul McClellan recognizes that the greatest tool the Ohio Highway Patrol

 Trooper has is the respect and admiration of the public for the professionalism of the 

 individual Trooper, and has given support to the ability of the individual Trooper in a

Traffic stop to educate the motorist, and elect to issue warnings, where appropriate,

 in lieu of issuing a revenue enhancing citation, and 

Whereas:

The Troopers in the field have seen and been witness to a demonstrated rise in the motoring public’s acceptance, and appreciation of both the Trooper and the message of highway safety delivered by the Trooper; and

Whereas:

Colonel Paul McClellan is showing in absolute statistics that lives are being saved by virtue of the program he has put in place and maintained despite pressure from outside sources.

NOW THEREFOR BE IT RESOLVED:

That Troopers, Sergeants, Dispatchers, Electronic Technicians, Communications Technicians and Radio Operators, both active and retired, applaud, approve, endorse, and support Colonel McClellan in his resolute stance in furtherance of the greater safety of Ohio’s citizens while at the same time taking steps to foster greater acceptance, appreciation and understanding by the public for the mission of Ohio’s uniformed members of the Ohio Highway Patrol.
