TROOPER NATE TOWNS RESTORED TO DUTY

Nate Towns, who was fired by the Employer nearly three months ago to the day, was today restored to his position as a Trooper at the Walbridge Post. Trooper Towns will be back on the job this coming Monday. The Towns case was taken to Arbitration by the Union and trial of the case began today, September 6, 2006.  Following the examination and cross-examination of the Employer’s first witness, settlement discussions were undertaken at the suggestion of the Arbitrator. 

Trooper Towns will be restored to duty will full back pay from the date of his removal including the cost of insurance he had to pay during the past three months. Trooper Towns thanked the two OSTA Staff Representatives who investigated the termination case and interviewed witnesses in support of the Union’s case.  OSTA Assistant General Counsel, Elaine Silveira said, “It is the work of our field investigators that made this a case with a happy ending.  From a trial counsel’s point of view there are no better investigators anywhere. One of the essential witnesses was not only interviewed and recorded, but was actually transported to our trial today to make sure of his appearance”, said Silveira. OSTA President Trooper Larry Phillips who attended the arbitration trial said he was thrilled that Nate and his fine family can return to a semblance of normalcy following what must have been a very trying three months.  Nate’s first comment following the settlement was “Now I can vote.” There is no doubt, which Union Nate will cast his vote for in the upcoming Representation Election being conducted by SERB.
