COLONEL ANNOUNCES POSITIVE ACTION TO DETERMINE ANSWERS IN TROOPER RISNER CASE

Yesterday, October 25, 2006 Colonel McClellan issued an IOC that announced that the OHP has undertaken three positive forms of action to determine the source of BAC that was found in Tpr. Risner postmortem:

1. A full toxicology review by Dr. James Garriott, a Forensic Toxicologist from San Antonio, Texas.

2. A full pathology review by Dr. George Nichols, an expert pathologist and toxicologist from Kentucky.

3. A urine sample taken post mortem from Trooper Risner has been flown to the FAA laboratory in Oklahoma City, Oklahoma for additional BAC testing. 


OSTA welcomes the steps announced by the Colonel and further welcomes the statement in the IOC that no conclusions have been drawn about how or why alcohol was present in the blood samples taken from Trooper Risner’s sixty hours following his death.
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
