TOYOBO SECOND DISTRIBUTION CHECKS TO BE IN

THE MAIL THIS WEDNESDAY

The news is very good from the Settlement Administrator on the Toyobo Settlement. Our officers who initially registered late but who thereafter filed an Election of Benefits (EOB) as directed by OSTA, will receive a settlement check higher than the estimated $270.00.

Every officer who filed an EOB will receive a check for Four Hundred Eighty ($480.00) Dollars. This will bring to a close the case filed for those officers around the nation who had purchased a Second Chance Ultima/Ultimax or Triflex vest.

Counting the officers who participated in the first distribution, we were able to bring directly to OHP officers a total pay out of nearly $300,000.00.  

In addition claims filed with the Bankruptcy Court by OSTA on behalf of all of our officers may yet yield additional money depending on the outcome of a suit filed on behalf of Second Chance creditors against Toyobo.  
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
