IOC TO BE WITHDRAWN PENDING A NEGOTIATED 

PENDING A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING ON 

ABA ZYLON CONTENT VESTS


The issuance by Major Taylor of an IOC that purported to direct how stipends would be treated in relationship to the settlement of the Armor Holdings class action suit was the subject of a combined labor management meeting held Tuesday, October 4, 2005 in the offices of the OSTA. The meeting followed a communicated intention on the part of the Union to file Unfair Labor Practice charges based upon the unilateral action of Major Taylor’s IOC that by its terms amends the contractual provisions related to the receipt of stipends. 


OSTA President Dennis Gorski along agreed with HRM Major Young that the parties would seek to find common ground in creating a negotiated acceptable mechanism to guarantee that all Troopers will have a NIJ certified vest for all time between the issuance of vest stipends. The Union agreed to forgo the filing of the ULP and the Employer agreed to issue a communication to the field that declared that the IOC was not operative and was to be treated as withdrawn. 

The court will dictate the rights of Troopers and Sergeants under the court actions pending in the ABA suit.  The Employer has long taken the position that the matter of vest purchases is between the individual Trooper and Sergeant and the vest manufacturer.  Anyone experiencing difficulty in processing his/her stipend following the purchase of a vest should have calls made to HRM which will confirm the fact that Major Taylor’s IOC is currently not operative.
