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I have been alerted by Counsel for the Settlement Administrator that the day after tomorrow, August 17, 2006, late registrants for the Toyobo Settlement will be mailed out an Election of Benefits Form.  The EOB (Election of Benefits) Form will ask officers who have registered for the settlement to choose between a cash settlement figure and a coupon with which products from Armor Holdings could be purchased. The coupon will be for 10% more than the cash settlement figure and can be used anytime over the next four years. You should know the following:

*Check to see if you qualify for the settlement.  If your name appears on the attached listing, you are listed as one who purchased a Ultima/Ultimax/TriFlex Zylon content vest from Second Chance Body Armor and one who is registered for to participate in the settlement. (You can also find the list on our website OhioTroopers.org).  The cash settlement that will be paid to each registrant who files an EOB will be Two Hundred Seventy Dollars ($270.00).
1. There are currently an additional 261 OHP officers “registered” for the distribution of these settlement funds.  These funds were set aside to pay to officers who registered later than the initial required date for registration and submission of an Election of Benefits Form.

2.  Seventy-six officers of this total of 261 have already filed an Election of Benefits Form. You will recall that we sent out EOB’s with instructions on where to mail the form. In looking at the list of registrants, if you see an (x) before your name, you have already filed an EOB form. You will receive a new EOB form but you will not have to send it back in unless you don’t want the money and would rather have the coupon/credit to use for purchase of $300.00 worth of goods from Armor Holdings.  If you are listed with an (x) in front of your name, you don’t have to do anything more and you will receive your check for $270.00 in the mail. 

3. That leaves 185 OHP officers who we have registered but who will have not filed the necessary EOB Form. Your names appear on the attached list without an (x) to the left of your name. 
4. THIS ADVISORY IS PRIMARILY DIRECTED TOWARD THOSE OFFICERS WHOSE NAMES APPEAR ON THE ATTACHED LIST WITHOUT AN (X).   

5. Many of you who are registered to participate in the second distribution may not even know you have been registered. You were registered through a combination of our filing for you and the OHP filing your names when it attempted to have the settlement distribution paid to it.  A number of Lieutenants and higher rank officers are part of the 185 officers currently registered but who must file an Election of Benefits Form to be part of the second distribution.  So check the attached list to see if your name appears without an (X) to the left of your name.

6. When you receive the EOB (in the next day or two) you will have until September 18,, 2006 to return the EOB  to the address indicated with your election to either take the cash or take the coupon for use in the purchase of goods from Armor Holdings. Remember if there is an (X) to the left of your name, you need do nothing more to receive the $270.00 cash settlement. If there is no (X) in front of your name, you MUST file an EOB by September 18, 2006 or you will be left out of the settlement entirely.

7. We will help you fill out the forms should there be any questions.  In any event, you will be required to file the EOB in order to receive the payout. But remember, you may not have personally registered so be sure to check the attached list, or go to our website and check to see if your name appears on the late registrants for the settlement. 
8. Of course if you have already received a check as part of the first distribution your name will not appear on the attached list.
9. Finally, many of the addresses of the late registrants may be wrong. If your name is one with an (X) in front of it, the Settlement Administrator already has a good address for you.  For some of you however, the address for you may be wrong.  If it is, you will not receive an EOB.  If by next Wednesday, August 23. 2006 you have not yet received an Election of Benefits Form from the Toyobo Settlement Administrator, please call us and we will contact the Settlement Administrator to see that an EOB is sent out immediately thereafter to you at your correct address.  Remember, if you don’t have an (X) next to your name on the attached list, you will have to file an EOB with the Settlement Administrator or you will not receive a distribution check. The EOB has to be filled out and filed by September 18, 2006.
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
