FINAL DISTRIBUTION OF TOYOBO SETTLEMENT COMPLETED

One Hundred Seventy Four checks in the amount of $480.00 each have been mailed and in most instances received by OHP uniformed officers who were part of the Toyobo settlement that OSTA helped craft last year.  This added to the earlier pay out of $730.00 each to 150 OHP uniformed officers brings to a conclusion our involvement in the class action suit filed against Toyobo for its part in the Second Chance Ultima/Ultimax and TriFlex Zylon vests. 

Interestingly enough some of the individual payouts went to the same people who attempted to have the Toyobo Settlement monies sent to the OHP as opposed to individual officers. You may remember OSTA struggled with the employer over that issue and ultimately the Attorney General sided with the OSTA position that the money belonged to individual officers. The OHP Major who issued the IOC declaring that the money should go to the OHP and the Captain who attempted to have the Settlement Administrator forward settlement money to the OHP as opposed to individual officers, each received a check for $480.00 in the second and final distribution.  
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
