UNION RETAINS EXPERT TOXICOLOGIST 

TO REVIEW AUTOPSY FINDINGS IN CASE OF TROOPER RISNER

The OSTA has secured the services of Dr. Harry Plotnick to review the autopsy findings and the blood draws both initial and from the Montgomery County Coroner’s Office.  He is highly credentialed. 

Dr. Plotnick received his doctoral degree (Ph.D.) in toxicology from the University of Cincinnati College of Medicine in 1974.
