It’s been over two years now since this Union and its leadership has been under attack by elements of its membership. That attack, which unjustly alleged everything from financial impropriety to undemocratic operation, ultimately led to discontented members championing the Ohio Labor Council/FOP as the labor union to replace the OSTA. It was successful in filing with SERB a sufficient showing of interest cards to compel a Representation Election. For the past too many months that election campaign has been ongoing and this week at thirty sites around the state the Representation Election was conducted. SERB officials counted the votes earlier this afternoon.
