As expected the Election of Benefits Forms were mailed out to two hundred sixty one of our Officers (active and retired) on August 17, 2006.   By now you should have received the EOB material if the Settlement Administrator has a good address for you. The EOB packet consists of seven pages and can be a little confusing The EOB (Election of Benefits) Form will ask Officers who have registered for the settlement to choose between a cash settlement figure of $270.00 or a voucher from Armor Holdings in the amount of  $297.00 to purchase products from Armor Holdings

The vast majority of you will probably want to choose the cash payment. If your choice is to take the $270.00 cash payment, we have tailored the EOB Form to make it easier for you to fill out and file. We have reduced the seven pages to two pages and have checked appropriate boxes to facilitate your filing for the cash payment of $270.00. We have attached to this Signal Five, the two page form, and are going to put the simplified EOB on our website, OhioTroopers.Org.  Perhaps each Post can make copies of the EOB form and have them available for Officers at the Post. If you choose to use this form, you need only fill in Numbers #1, #5 and #8 on the Form. Then sign and date it and mail it to Zylon Class Administrator, P.O. Box 1700, Faribault, MN  55021-1700.

*To check to see if you qualify for the settlement you can find the list on our website OhioTroopers.Org.
1. There are currently an additional 261 OHP Officers “registered” for the distribution of these settlement funds.  These funds were set aside to pay to Officers who registered later than the initial required date for registration and submission of an Election of Benefits Form.

2.  Seventy-six Officers of this total of 261 have already filed an Election of Benefits Form. You will recall that we sent out EOB’s with instructions on where to mail the form. In looking at the list of registrants, if you see a (x) before your name, you have already filed an EOB form. You have/will receive a new EOB form but you will not have to send it back in unless you don’t want the money and would rather have the voucher to use for purchase of $297.00 worth of goods from Armor Holdings 

3. That leaves 185 OHP Officers who we have registered but who have not filed the necessary EOB Form. Your names appear on our website list without a (x) to the left of your name. 
4. Many of you who are registered to participate in the second distribution may not even know you have been registered. You were registered through a combination of our filing for you and the OHP filing your names when it attempted to have the settlement distribution paid to it.  A number of Lieutenants and higher rank officers are part of the 185 officers currently registered but who must file an Election of Benefits Form to be part of the second distribution
5. You will have until September 18, 2006 to return the EOB to “Zylon Class Administrator, P.O. Box 1700, Faribault, MN  55021-1700” with your election to either take the cash or take the vouchers Remember, if there is no (X) in front of your name, you MUST file an EOB by September 18, 2006 or you will be left out of the settlement entirely.

6. Of course if you have already received a check as part of the first distribution your name will not appear on the list that can be found on our website, OhioTroopers.Org. 
7. Finally, some of the addresses of late registrants may be wrong. If your address is wrong, you will not receive an EOB in the mail. That’s OK because you can use the EOB Form we have prepared.    Remember, the EOB form has to be filled out and filed by September 18, 2006. 

* We are now seeing the last Three Million Dollars of the Twenty Nine Million Dollar Toyobo Settlement being paid out.  We want to see every penny of the remaining $70,470.00 that can be paid to our Officers received by these officers. To do that we have to make sure that EOB’s are filed.  
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
