OHP OFFICERS WILL NOT RECEIVE MONEY TO WHICH THEY ARE ENTITLED UNLESS THEY ACT NOW

OSTA General Counsel, Herschel Sigall, announced today that there are still One Hundred Forty (140) uniformed members of the OHP who have yet to file an Election of Benefits for the second and final distribution of the Toyobo Settlement funds. The Election of Benefits form must be filed with the Settlement Administrator by September 18, 2006 in order to qualify.  As of today there are still 140 officers who are registered for payment but who have yet to file an Election of Benefits Form. 

This Signal Five also appears on the website OhioTroopers.Org.   Also on the web site you will find a list of the one hundred twenty seven officers who must file the EOB by 9/18/06; an easy to fill out EOB Form that can be down loaded and printed out with clear and easy instructions. We have also included the list of officers who have already complied with the EOB filing and who will receive a minimum check of $270.00 that should be mailed out yet this month. 

It would be criminal not to receive the money to which you are entitled. At issue is $35,000.00 that will go to others unless the remaining 140 of OHP officers file their EOB’s by 9/18/06.  Because some officers may not even know that they are registered for the distribution and need only file the Election of Benefits, we have attached to this Signal Five a listing of those officers who must yet file the EOB to qualify for the $270.00 payment.  If you see your name, go to the OhioTroopers.org and download the EOB, fill it out and mail it to the address indicated.
