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DO NOT BUY A VEST FROM SECOND CHANCE BODY ARMOR

SECOND CHANCE TO CLOSE SAYS OSTA GENERAL COUNSEL

A Hearing will be held on July 27, 2005 in the US Bankruptcy Court for the Western District of Michigan that should signal the impending end of operations for Second Chance Body Armor said OSTA General Counsel, Herschel Sigall. “Any thought that Second Chance might come out of bankruptcy now seems remote,” said Sigall. “To all intents and purposes it’s over. The Trustee acting in the name of Second Chance has petitioned the Court to sell substantially all of the operating assets of Second Chance.  Further, the purchaser of such assets would be protected against any liability that might attach to the purchase. An injunction would be issued against anyone attempting to establish “successor liability,” said Sigall.  “So, lets say that someone bought all of the vests Second Chance might currently have in stock. It could then sell the vests without being liable for such vests failing to meet warranty standards. Equally, anyone holding any vest manufactured by Second Chance, whether a Zylon based vest or a non-Zylon vest would also have no effective warranty once Second Chance itself is closed for good,” said the OSTA General Counsel. 


OSTA President, Trooper Dennis Gorski, again asked his membership not to buy any Second Chance vest. “If you have ordered one and it has yet to be delivered, cancel the order,” said Gorski. “Under a current IOC (May 18, 2005), the OHP has provided that our members may purchase the Second Chance Monarch Summit vest as a replacement for the Second Chance Zylon content vests (Ultima/Ultimax/TriFlex). Anyone electing to buy a Second Chance vest of any nature will be buying a vest without any warranty as to its fitness or length of reliable service,” said Gorski.  


The OSTA has negotiated a Memorandum of Understanding with the OHP that provides that Troopers and Sergeants owning the Zylon content Second Chance vest need not replace that vest with another Second Chance vest and can elect instead to purchase a vest from any other manufacturer offering NIJ Certified vests. Both Armor Holdings (American Body Armor) and Point Blank Armament have good vests to offer and no one should be caught with a vest that has no warranty.
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
