FINAL WRAP-UP OF CHALLENGER 2004


The final accounting for OTC Sponsorship of the 2004 Challenger State Little League Tournament has been completed, submitted and reported to OTC General Counsel Herschel Sigall, who has served over the past years as OTC coordinator of the Statewide Tournament for young handicapped kids from across Ohio.  Ohio Troopers Caring contributed $8,000.00 toward the tournament that brought 400 Challenger Little League athletes to Oxford, Ohio for a weekend of competition and partying. The overall costs of the tournament reached 40,000.00 and included over $22,000.00 in kind donations of food, a site accommodations.  This was the seventh consecutive year that the OTC has served as “signature sponsor” for the event. Joined by over 1,500 family members and friends, the Tournament escaped a Friday night of rain to see bright skies and sunshine smile down upon the tournament on Saturday and Sunday.  


Many Troopers volunteered their time to give the event a strong OHP imprint. Colonel McClellan was generous in his cooperation that freed up uniformed Troopers to stop by and present a strong uniformed presence. That presence included the Color Guard from District Eight, which opened the ceremonies and thrilled everyone in attendance.  Uniformed Troopers were able to present every participant with a medallion from “Caring” and distribute trophies on behalf of the Challenger governing body.  The tournament has grown markedly since the first OTC sponsorship in Westerville seven years ago.  

Anyone who participated on behalf of the OTC or the OHP received such warmth and affection from the kids and their parents.  How proud we should all be of our efforts in support of these wonderful kids.  There can be no greater tribute than that offered in a letter just received from Jim Hart, Challenger State Tournament Director for 2004.
